[VAPORIZER METHOD: Apply only to outdoor colonies with a restricted lower hive entrance. 
Seal all upper hive entrances and cracks with tape to avoid escape of Oxalic Acid Dihydrate 
vapor. Smoke bees up from the bottom board. Apply two (2) (2 grams) to four (4) Tablets (4 
grams) per deep hive body (brood chamber) of Oxalic Acid Dihydrate. For hive maintenance 
applications or typical varroa mite infestation apply two (2) Tablets (2 grams) and for higher 
varroa mite infestation apply at four (4) Tablets (4 grams). Follow the vaporizer manufacturer’s 
directions for use. Insert the vaporizer apparatus through the bottom entrance. Apply heat until 
all Oxalic Acid Dihydrate has sublimated.]
